FEBRUARY BLOCK OF THE MONTH

Simple Flower Basket
with Broderie Perse Appliqued Flowers

You will need the following fabrics:
1) Background - White on white or
with subtle pattern

2) Basket - Navy blue

3) Broderie Perse applique - Flower
print (or applique of your choice)

4) Basket trim & handle - fabric to
match flowers (or applique of your
choice)

Cutting:

Fabric 1 - 4 — 31/2" squares, 2 — 37/8” squares — cut in half on the diagonal
Fabric 2 - 1 - 31/2" square, 1 — 37/8” square — cut in half on the diagonal
Fabric 3 - 1 — flower grouping (or applique of your choice) apply to the basket.
Fabric 4 - 1 — 37/8” square — cut in halif on the diagonal

Assembly:

Layout pieces as per pattern. Start by sewing the triangles together and then proceed
to sew squares together. Complete sewing the nine-patch.

Cut out basket handle and applique in position sewing the inside curve first, then the
outside curve. (Choose applique method of choice, hand or machine).

Cut out flower grouping (or applique of your choice) (leaving 1/8 - 1/4" around the
edges, if doing needle turn method). Applique in place. Trim to 9 %" square (includes
seam allowances).
