Remember that it is to be a 9-inclisfied block (9-1/2 inch with seam allowances) witWHITE background, not
creamy, and true red tones for the maple leafsiBe to shrink your fabric and test your reds filodastness. The blocks must
be sewn, with no iron-on techniques or embellishiieihey must be turned in at the November meetikgd if you didn't put
your hand up at the meeting but are thinking yoghmiike to do this, feel free! There's no sudhdghas too many blocks.
