Quilting Tip
Are you tired of kneeling on the floor to sandwich
your quilt? With this method you won’t suffer
from sore knees or back anymore.

Place your backing fabric on the design wall right
side next the wall. Smooth out till all the wrigkl
are gone. You can tape the edges of the fabac in
number of places to save it from slipping. Place
some newspaper all around your backing fabric on
the wall. This will protect your wall from over
spray. Spray the backing with adhesive and
carefully place your backing on to the backing
fabric smoothing out as you go. Spray the batting
with the adhesive. Place your quilt top on top of
the batting, again smoothing out the top as you go.
Now that was easy, no more aching back or knees

LQG - IS IT A MODERN QUILT
GUILD?
Maybe.....maybe not

Quilters are now joining together in what they have
labeled the Modern Quilt Guild, started in L.A.QTt
09. Since then, new guilds have been formed in ma
states of the U.S. Canada and in Australia.

So what is a Modern Quilt Guild? They have aske

ny

themselves the same question and some quilters have
answered. They feel they are part of a new movement

in quilting, a generation of quilters who are briegk
with the past. They respect the traditional quslteho
came before them, and still enjoy the patternsdht
more than a century.

They make traditional quilts made up in clean sampl

lines, modern fabrics, and modern colours. They may

make a quilt that reflects the quilter and theestyfl the
quilter’s life. Some feel they need not being coned
with stitching “perfect” ¥4” seam allowances. Afdl,

perfect ¥4" seam allowances are not really a %1lat a

Even though they continue trying to define Modern
Quilting in 2010, they do reference a book titled
Modern Patchwork, published in the 1970’s!

How does the Modern Quilt Guild operate? They ge
together to connect with other quilters in a cdntra
place and spend the day stitching their quilts.yThe
have fabric swaps, block swaps, charity quilts and
Show & Tell. They keep in touch through blogs and
forums to exchange ideas and grow friendships.

So is LQG a Modern Quilt Guild? It's your call!

ADDING FREE MOTION EMBROIDERY TO YOUR QUILTING
Submitted by:Janie Schulz

You can use embroidery to add texture and intéoegbur quilt. If you want to enhance fusible agpk, use a satin stitch to
finish the edges. Since part of the stitch willesxt beyond the fusible layer, add a stabilizer umekgh to support the stitches

and prevent puckering.

If you choose to embroider just the fusible welaaees in the center of a flower or leaf, you domexd the stabilizer as the
fusible web will do the job. You may also find$tmot necessary to hoop the quilt, when stitchimfusible web areas.
Adding embroidery as thread work is a great waintoease detail and make use of some of those winhtlereads available

today.
