Why I Quilt… By: Liz da Silva 
 
Believe it or not,  
I have my husband to thank for  
getting started in quilting…. 
 
It began 12 years ago on mother’s day.   
 My son was just a toddler and quite the handful, so when I awoke on 
mother’s day, I expected my husband to ask me how I wanted to 
spend my day. Instead I awoke to a cranky child (probably because I 
woke up cranky) and an empty house.

“Fantastic Fabric Faces” Class Description: Use unique 
fabrics –consider thrift store/garment fabrics- with large 
prints to make small art quilts. A curling vine becomes an 
eye; a circle becomes a chin. Pamela provides fabrics 
printed with eyes, mouths etc to help with the creations. 
Emphasis on the creative process with less fuss about 
sewing techniques and traditional quilting methods.  
 
3-day workshop titled “What Makes a GOOD 
Composition?” on Thursday, Friday and Saturday, August the 5th, 
6th and 7th. 
 
“What Makes a GOOD Composition?” Class Description: An 
ongoing exploration of Art Quilting. When crossing the line from 
traditional to art quilts, considerations such as style, content, 
formal elements and composition come to the fore. These 
characteristics are more ephemeral and difficult to define, 
requiring time and practice to reach that confidence of knowing 
what is good and what is not so good. This workshop is devoted 
to the fundamental challenge of what makes a pleasing 
composition. Exercises are designed to explore separate facets of 
composition through small quilt designs executed quickly and 
spontaneously. The class will also touch on the formal elements 
of a composition, the expressive capabilities of colour and the 
narrative possibilities of an image. (No sewing machine required- it’s 
optional.)
