4 x 8 sheets of plastic corrugated material, and yo
could also cut 8 1/2 x 11 pieces of cardboardfifir s
card stock, and put them into sheet protectorsrbefo
wrapping your precious fabric around them. (I know
that my "home office" has a ton of sheet protectors
that have been purchased for various projects)

Most bookshelves have 12-inch spacing, and most of
your fabric is 44 inches wide. Fold in fourths, and
wow - it's a match made in heaven.
